WHEREAs, the students of non-government homoeopathic medical colleges .
in the Sﬁte have been agitating for the provincialisation of such colleges for a
long tim#:;
AND, WHEREAS, the standard of education, equipment and facility for studies
obtaining in these Colleges are not up to the mark;

- AND, WHEREAS, a large number of colleges than necessary are operating in the
State with mercenary motives, and with a view to provincialise and properly
organise the medical education in homoeopathic science and to improve the @
standard of education and treatment in such science and to prevent recurrence -
of such evils, it is necessary to acquire those colleges which are more useful and 3
to close down the rest ; '

Now, THEREFORE, it is hereby enacted in the Thirty-second Year of the
Republic of India as follows:—
CHAPTER [

1. (1) 'This Act may be called the Uttar Pradesh Homoeopathic Medical
Colleges (Acquisition and Miscellaneous. Provisions) Act, 1981.

~ (d) “Society” in relation to a Scheduled college means the socicty,
trustee or other person or body in which the ownership, management
and control of the affairs of such colleges are vested.

(8) Subject to the provisions of this: Act; every property and asset referred
to in this section, which by virtue of sub-section (1) has vested in the State
Government shall, by force of such vesting, be freed and discharged from any
debt, obligation, mortgage, charge or lien and other encumbrances affecting
it, and every attachment, injunction, decree or order of any court or tribunal

restricting the use of such property in any manner shall be deemed to have
been withdrawn.

(4) Subject to the provisions of this Act, any proceeding or cause of action
pending or existing immediately before the appointed day, by or against the
society may, as from the appointed day, Le continued and enforced by or against
the State Government as it might have been contifiued or enforced by or against
such society 1f this Act had not come into force.

Cognizance of 14. Notwithstanding anything contained in the Code of Criminal Proce-
offences. dnre, 1973, no court shall take cognizance of any offence under this Act, except

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Uttar Pradesh ‘Eomoeopathic Medical Colleges (Acquisition and Miscellaneous
Frovisiorns) Act, 1¢81 Fas teen enacted to provide for acquisition and management of cer-
fain Non.Coverpment Eomoeopathic Medic: I Colleges and to provincialise the education
In tke medical science of homceopathy. By the said Act nine Homoeopathic
Nedical Colleges specifed in tte Schedule to the Act, were transferred to and vested in
tte State Coverrment. The National Fomceopathic Medical College was already owned
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by the State Government. Some of the said nine Medical Colleges did not fulfil the 0l
standards prescribed by the Ceatral Council of Homoeopathy and the State Government 8
owing to financial constraints, wys not in a position to make granis to such colleges for .
enabling them te fulfil the standards prescribed by the Central Council of Homoeopathy.,
It was, therefore, decided to amend the said Act mainlyto empower the State Government
to combine or amalgamate one or more of the scheduled colleges and the National - AR
Homoeopathic Medical College, as also to provide for the transfer of the students, : v
teachers or other employees and the posts of teachers or of other employees from a S ¥
scheduled college to another scheduled college or the National Homoeopathic ppedical
College and vice-versa, : ‘
