Specific mechanismsin terms
of publications, organizations of seminars, conferences, CMEs and participation of Council in
scientific and public health programs have been established to ensure research dissemination and
trandation of research outcomes for benefit of practitioners, academicians, researchers and
general public

(b) to (d): CCRH has one National Homoeopathy Research Institute in Mental Health
(NHRIMH) a Kottayam, Kerala and one Central Research Institutes(CRI) a Noida,
