(@) to (d): here are two Homoeopathy colleges in Delhi, out of which one college, namely,
Nehru Government Homoeopathy Medical college, Delhi, is having four PG seats (two seats
each in the subjects, namely, Practice of Medicine and Organon of Medicine). The State/ UT-
wise details of Homoeopathy PG collegesin the country are given in Annexure.

As per the provisions of “The Establishment of New Medical College, Opening of New or
Higher Course of Study or Training and Increase of Admission Capacity by a Medical College
Regulations, 2011”, the colleges intending to start new PG courses have to make an application
to the Central Government.

The Colleges which fulfill the requirements as specified in “The Homoeopathy Central
Council (Minimum Standards of Infrastructure for a Homoeopathic College & Attached
Hospital) Regulations, 2013”, and “The Homoeopathy Central Council(Post Graduate Degree
Course) Regulations 1989” shall be granted permission to start new PG courses.
