AN ACT FURTHER TO AMEND THE ORISSA HOMEOPATHIC ACT, 1956.

BE it enacted be the Legislature of the State of Orissa in the Forty-fifth
Year of the Republic of Indiz as follows :—

1. This Act may be called the Orissa Homeopathic ( Amendment )Act, 1994.

(c) two members to be elected by the Orissa Legislative Assembly
from amongst its members -in the prescribed manner ;

(d) the Director, Indian System of Medicines & Homeopathy, Orisse; and

. (€) one Lady Social Worker having special interest and knowledge in
Indian System of Medicines & . Homeopathy:

Provided that whenever vacancies arise in the Offices specified in clause (¢)
due to dissolution of the Orissa Legislative Assembly, the State Government
may fill up the said vacancies by nominating two parsons who shall, unless sooner
removed, hold office till the date on which the names of the members elected
under the said clause by the Assembly afier its reconstitution are published in

" the Gazette and the term of officc of the members so elected shall be

co-terminus with the term of office of the members nominated under clanse (h).”
