'We again find, in*the Materia
Medijca Pura, 1225th symptom.: « Frequent
attacks of perspiration, followed by dry heat.”
The only similar smyptom that we find under
Sulphur; Chronie Diseases, Vol. V, n. 1965,
is: “In the evening, before lying down, per-
spiration, prineipally in the hands; and, im-
mediately after lying dowa, heat -and - diffi-
culty in, getting ta sleep.” What makes
these two Nux. vom. cases the more remark-
able is, that they are found on one page of
the provings, and then again on one page,
line by line, in a Therapeutic, of Boenning-

hausen, on Intermittent Fever, page 84—the.

" two last lines. ,

-Never toe old ;and plways anxious, todearn,
we now find these corroborations of unique
symptoms followed by something new. Our
.informant says: “In several cases, where
there was intense thirst before the chill, which
was followed by burning fever and exhaust-
ing sweat, China seemed to do well.” Vide
Materia*Mediea Pura, and the note of Hah-

nemann to Symptom 380, where he remarks
it a8 characteristic that China has no thirst
at all during the fever paroxysms, or at most
very slight thirst between -the hot or cold
stage, or during the perspiration.

This weighty evidence of our informant to
the contrary notwithstanding, we should, in
such fever paroxysms as are here related to
have been seemingly benefited, consider Eu-
patorium as most homeopathically indicated ;
and should consider Arnica, Capsicum, Nux
vom., or Pulsatilla, as next. o

of twins, one year old, (not vaccinated,)
had been sigk with small pox for seven days,

g | without any other than domestic treatment.

The eruption was confluent; the pustules
black ; smell very putrid; incessant thirst;
much restlessness; putrid diarrhcea. Arse-
nicum, 40m, a few pellets, dissolved in half
a tumblerful of water, and a teaspoonfulgiv-
‘en every four hours for forty-eight hours,
improved the case much, and the child was
out of all danger. The desquamation followed
without further medication. -

At the time the first of the twins came under
treatment, the second was evidently attacked
by the same disease. Before the eruption .
made its, ce, it took one dose of Thu-
ja, 200. The eruption appeared but very
slightly, with but little fever; and the little
satient passed through all the stages of the

isease witheut any further medicine. The
child was perfeetly well in a fortnight: X. X.

The foregoing I know to be a true report. It does
not follow, of course, that we are to give up vaocing-
tion apd trust to Thuja alone; or to Variolin, if Thujs
falls. There are more faots required before we should -
run any risk, even if we concede that vaceination is
an evil, very often injurious. '

The British Quarterly, in its opposition to Beening-

hausen, (LI, p. 175,) manifests so essential an error,
that we feel obliged to protest against it.
. It is said Bueninghausen was guided by Symptom
262 : Pustules on the knee, like true Variola in appear-
ance; they suppurate, do net itch, and disappear en-
tirely in ejghteen hours. .Such a disappearance in.
eighteen hours is said to be “conclusive evidence
against the resemblance in pathological character to
Variola.” : .

My old question, What is similar? and the answer
I have given.to it, induce me to declare, that this very
shortness of period is the most essentinl similarity, the
most characteristic in favor of selecting Thujs. The
“guperficial likeness” is always the only likeness; and
the entire pathological difference is even more essen-
tial than the likeness, It is the same with Belladonna
in Scarlatina, Spengia in Croup, &c. If Thuja had
preduced an eruption lasting weeks, it would not have
been similar, notwithstanding the entire similarity
ottterwige. It is the same in all other cases. Thuja
has no doubt cured sycotic warts, lasting, if left alone,

for years. It has produced a little excrescence on the

glans, disappearing in a foew days.
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Boeninghausen shown himself such a master of
our Materis Medi:: and 50 successful a practitioner,
that wo must, as'a matter of course, suppose that he
did not look to the one symptom alone. Like Hahne.
wmaan, quoting only ornte symptom in Drésern, whien he
recommends it in Hooping Cough, and of Spongia and
Ho;g.r, in Croup, &e. .

Dr. Lippe reported a letter from Dr. T. Ar-
mor, late of York, Pa., now of Newport, Del.,
with provings of Merc. iodat.

The secretary read a letter from Dr. W, F.

Jackson, secretary of the Mass. Hom. Society,

relative to the celebration of the centennial an-
niversary of Hahnemann’s birth-day on the 10th
of April next.

On motion of Dr. Coxe, the chairman ap-
pointed Drs. Coxe, Hering and Esrey a commit-
tee to report on the subject of the next meeting.

A letter from Dr. Zimpel, at Pau, Pyrenees,
France, containing . scientific communications,
was read by Dr. Hering.

Dr. Pehrson handed in a letter which he re-
ceived, as one of the foreign corresponding se-
cretaries, from Dr. Siemers, of Hamburg, who
wishes to become a member of the society, and
to join in its efforts.

After several other communications and dis-
cussions, the society adjourned to meet at Dr.
.J Kitchen’s, No. 215 Spruce 8t., on Thursday
evening, the 1st of February.

The regular business of the meeting was sus-
pended; and, after adjournment, arrangements
were made for the celebration of Hahnemann’s
centennial birth-day, on the 10th of April.

Others present, Drs. Haynel, of Baltimore, and
Goding, of Barbadoes.

Dr. Guy was called to the chair.

Dr. Haynel was introduced, by Dr. Hering,
as the only one now living of the students of
Hahnemann—having been an inmate of his
house for seven years.

On motion of Dr. Hering, it was unanimously
Resolved, That this Union deems itself honored
by the presence, as a guest, of the only living
student of Hahnemann, Dr. A. Haynel, now ot
Baltimore.

Dr. A. Haynel having been proposed, was
unanimonsly elected an honorary member of
this society.

Drs. Dake and Burgher, of Pittsburg, were
also chosen members.

NEWS.

The celebration, announced in our last, has
taken place. It was a memorable event in the
history of our art in Philadelphia. Although
the public had only a few days’ notice, by
a few lines in some of the papers, yet the hall
was filled by a select audience, equal, if not su-
perior, in intelligence’ and -influence; to any

=
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other of the current year. The music, in the
estimation of all competent judges, was of sur-
passing excellence. It is enough to say, that
the execution of the classical pieces was wor-
thy of so distinguished a leader, and such mas-
terly performers.

A meeting of the physicians was held next
day; votes of thanks, too numerous to mention,
were passed; a committee, consisting of Drs.
Gardiner, Houard and Ashton, was appointed to
publish the speeches in a cheap form, after they
had appeared in the Philadelphia Journal; and
another committee, to print the same in a his-
tory of all the celebrations as an album. How
far the latter committee has attended to its du-
ty, may be seen on the preceding page.

The celebration in Boston, with the address

This, and all the others, particularly
the celebration in Paris, and the meeting here
in Cincinnati, we shall present in full, if we
should get one thousand subscribers for the pro-
posed Album. If we should unfortunately fail
in this, and.this first centennial celebration
should pass without any adequate record of suit-
able notices of it, the antiquarians will be at
fault in bringing all these notices and reports
together, for the award of that judgment which
is to be held in the celebration of the next cen-
tury.

to have enabled the curators of the public health,
not only to publish a emaller per centage of
mortality, but to say to the fell ravager, “ Thus
far, and no farther.”

1 have in vain tried to make every such epi-
demic a common cause with all homoeopathic
physicians, and with all the friends of homoeo-
pathy. Since the invention of the electric tele-
graph, we have been able to unite all over the
union, and homoeopathy, acting as one great
collective man, has had the power to arrest any
epidemic by the concentrate energies of all its
members; and such was my proposition, while
they were erecting the first line to New Orle-
ans. That so reasonable a proposition should
not have been quickly and universally acted on,
is a lamentable proof that Homoeopathists in
this country are greatly wanting in a proper
esprit du corps.

By general union, too, Homoeopathists could

form a Howard Association of their own body ;
and with such an association, and not without,
will they be able to prove, beyond all doubt, the
superiority of our doctrine. .

Since 1853, when I had for the first time an
opportunity of observing yellow fever, I proposed
Carbo vegetabilis as the basis of all medical
operations.

We must have a remedy suited to stay the
progress of the epidemic in the community,—
which, in all cases, is to be given first and alone,
—some modifier, that moderates, if it does not
cure, the malady. Such a remedy in cholera is
the sulphur which I proposed to be given in 1834,
and proved to be such in 1849, and which has
been corroborated in Muenchen, Germany. A
like basis of all operations against yellow fever
must be the Carbo veg.; because the pathoge-
netic symptoms of this medicament correspond
throughout to the characteristic symptoms of all
the late epidemics. It is the greatest and the
real simile,

It is to be used, from handfuls of coarse pow-
der, in disinfecting rooms, pots, waphbow]s,
shirts, &c., up to the highest potencies in water,
just as sulphur is in cholera. i

I have not been able to ascertain, whether, in
any of the epidemics at the South, the charcoal
dealers have in any instance taken the infection-,
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but, if my conjecture is right, they must gene-
rally, if not invariably, have escaped it.

Neither chlorine, or its compounds, nor sul-
phuretted hydrogen, nor any other disinfecting
compound, will have such an influence; al-
though, next to the prepared charcoal, some
carbonates, or some organic acids, may.

In every case which has passed through
the influence of Carbo, either Aconite, or
Belladonna, may answer. But the similarity
is very vague, or distant. Crotalus, Lache-
sis, or Cantharis, Mancinella, or Solanum
mammosum, or Sabadilla, may be more indi-
cated. :

In Norfolk, the telegraph was deserted and
not taken care of by the noble Howard Asso-
ciation, and our friends Campos and Hardy were
left alone.

He
has made valuable additions to the proving of
Alumina, incorporated by Hahnemann in his
work on Chronic Diseases: also to Calc. phos.,
toall the other Rhoes, to Lachesis, Mephitis, &c.

Since the publication of that Therapeutic,
Boeninghousen has added one more medicine to
that trio, as may be seen in Boeninghousen’s
Pocket Book, N. Y. edition of 1847, page 285.

Bleeding from Euxtracting Teeth.—Dr. S,
A. Cartwright, of New Orleans, publishes, in
the Boston Medical and Surgical Journal of
March 22d, his admirable invention, which will
take the place of the nonsensical ploughs, the
always injurious styptics, and the barbarous
red-hot iron.

« A pledget of raw cotton, without force, in-
serted in the cavity, a common tourniquet is ap-
plied over the head: the placed on the side
of the cheek ovelt-l. ’t,he bleeding gum and the
pa .

The circle of the bandage, obliquely, hori-
zontal, or otherwise, depending on the places to
be pressed, ““a few turns of the screw, without
giving pain, are sufficient.”

This is a beautiful illustration of the maxims
spoken of in my lectures on sur%ery and its re-
generation by homoeopathy. The true oppo-
site is the true simile, mechanical as well as
chemical and dynamical.

The rationale is: ‘what was caused by the
lacerating pressure from within out, must be
overcome by a mild oppusite pressure from with~
out in. Hence the ingenious discoverer says:
“The true indication is, to contract the cavity
by compress with the fingers on every side of
it—introducing, previously, a loose pledget of
cotton or lint, for the sides of the cavity to con-
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tract upon; and, in severe cases, to'resort to the
tourniquet, to make the lateral pressure:”——
“not exactly lateral, but somewhat diagonally,

1t is generally believed, that, in order to make
a chemical analysis, a great amount of study
and practical training in laboratories is required,
This may be true with regard to very accurate
and complete analyses. Still it is none the lesa
true, that every man of ordinary capacity may,
with due care and a few patient experiments,
become, in a short time, gufficiently competent
to solve all the chemical problems which are
treated of in this little work—at least to ana-
lyze the human blood, urine, milk, &c. The
number of analyses is sufficiently large to ena-
ble any physician who kaows how to perform
them, to answer many important questions in
physiology, pathology, pharmacelogy and thera-~

eutics.

P As quantitative analyses require more time,
skill and apparatus, than are at the disposal of
most medical practitioners and students, there
are, with a few exceptions, almost exclusively
qualitative analyses given in this work. An-
other reason for confining ourselves to ita~
tive analyses, was the desire of fixing the price
of the book and box, which contains all the re-
agents and apparatus, called for in this book, at
so low a price as to place them within the reach
of every practitioner and student.

4. Rhus—Has aggravation from the warmth
of the bed, and as a general characteristic; in
consequence of stretching, overlifting, overex-
ertion of joints, &c., or from getting wet while
perspiring.

5. Rhod.—Actsmoreontherightside; and, ac-
cording to Beeninghousen, Rhus moreon the left.

6. There is not much known about the direc-
tion of either; or which side is first affected,
and which afterwards. Cases cured would be
worth recording, if the order of sides had been
observed.

7. Rhod. has aggravation of pains in the
night, but more towards morning ; Rhus, more
towards evening and night.

8. Rhus corresponds to rheumatism in the
cold season; Rhod., in the hot season. Rkod.
worse before, and RAus worse after, rain.

EPIDEMICS.

Of last Spring and Summer in Philadelphia.

The second week of February, a violent N.
W. wind prevailed, which was followed by in-
fluenza.

The principal medicines against this epide-
mic were, Belladonna, Arsenic, Ammon. mur.,
Ammon. carb.,, Phosph., Bromine, Bryonia, La-
chesis. :

It was characteristic for—
Belladonrna—Chill, followed by fever; chill and

fever alternating; chilly whenever the posi-
sition in which one lies is changed; throb-
bing headache; red face; aversion to light;
inflammation of the throat; pain in the back,
as if it would break; pain in all the limbs;
some discharge from the nose; dry, hard, pe-
riodical or barking cough, with headache and
pain in the abdomen.

Arsenic—Profuse watery discharge from the
nose, excoriating the nostrils and making the
upper lip sore.

Ammonium muriaticum — Watery discharge
from the nose; nose stopped up; can only
breathe through the nose; cough; hoarseness
and burning in the laryna.

Ammon. carb.—Fluent coryza, with stoppage
of the nose, and cough after midnight, (2 to
3o’cl, A. M)

Phosph.—Fluent coryza, with congh, which is
worse before midnight, with hoarseness, sore-
ness and burning 1n the chest.

Bromine—Fluent coryza; First the right nos-
trilis :topﬁed up, and then the left ; headuche
in the forehead, especially the right side, with
8 pressure downward, as if the brain was
forced down through the nose; short, dry,
hacking cough, with difficulty in breathing,
which is short and hurried.

Bryonia—Chill, followed by heat; pain in the
head, as if it would sphit; pain in all the
limbs; cough, with stitches or soreness in the
chest; all worse when moving.

Lachesis—Headache in the forehead; the dis-
charge from the nose is trifling; throat sore,
especially when touched; very soon the nose
discharges profusely, and the throat and head
are relieved.
