Homoeopathy system from the Government of Maharashtra during the last three years;

(c) the number of proposals that have been disposed of so far;

(d) the number of proposals under the consideration of Union Government at present; and

(e) the time by which these pending proposals are likely to be cleared?

(a) & (b): The Ministry of AYUSH has received 9 proposals to increase admission capacity of
existing Under-graduate and Post-graduate courses of Ayurveda and to start new Post-graduate
courses of Ayurveda from Government of Maharashtra during the last three years. The detail is
given at Annexure- I.

The status of proposals received under erstwhile Centrally Sponsored Scheme for
development of AYUSH hospitals and dispensaries during 2013-14 and under National AYUSH
Mission during 2014-15 & 2015-16 from the State of Maharashtra is enclosed at Annexure II.

(c): The proposals received and disposed of under erstwhile Centrally Sponsored Scheme for
development of AYUSH hospitals and dispensaries during 2013-14 and under National AYUSH
Mission during 2014-15 & 2015-16 from the State of Maharashtra is enclosed at Annexure II.

All the 9 proposals to increase admission capacity of existing Under-graduate and Post-
graduate courses of Ayurveda and to start new Post-graduate courses of Ayurveda from
Government of Maharashtra during the last three years have been disposed of in time.
