system ; and the sei of symptoms pro-
duced by each particular article, will
each be different. Now these, and all
other remedies, act in accordance with
elective law,-al ways and invariably; wheth-
er taken into the stomach, inhaled into
the lungs, in the form of vapor and odor-
iferous, particles applied to the surface,
or injected into the veins. Thus calo-
mel applied externally produces saliva-
tion, as certainly as if taken into the stom-
ach; tart. emetic injected into the veins,
induces vomiting, as surely and in small-

Tobacco smoke inhaled produces all the
poisonous effects of that weed, as many
can from experience testify, and so with
all other remedies.

We may give aman in health three
or four grains of opium, without produc-|
ing fatal effects, and so we may if he
has inflamation of the bowels, or lungs,
but if he have inflamation or congestion
of the brain, every intelligent Physician
would tell ycu at once, (whether he was
Homeopath, Aliopath or any other path,)
that you would 4/l your patient, and
for the best of reasons, opium will pro-
duce a similar set of symptoms, or dis-
ease. So we may take two or three
grains, and even more of tartar emetic;
vomit perhaps pretty severely and recover
without difficulty ; but should we take
the same amount, or even less, when

far too violent an impression, or drug dis -
ease, and your patient has died, not from
a natural, but from an artificial disease,
(2. e.) secundum artem, (according to
art,) by far too frequently the case. It
is a well established fact, that two distinet
diseases cannot exist in the same organ,
or tissue, at one and the same time, (see
John Hunter, M. D.,) but one cither
cures, or suspends the other, (no person
ever had measles and small pox at
the same time, or measles and scarlet fe-
ver; these being diseases of the skin
but different in their origin and nature.)
Now, what Homeopathy proposes to
do, and does, is, to give a medicine that
acts upon the part diseased, thereby
producing amedicinal disease that shall
overcome and cure the natural one. But
in doing this, should we give the larger
doses of Allopathy, we should jnvariably
killthe patient, the susceptibility of the
part to the action of our remedy, being
so0 increased by the close similarity ex-
isting between the disease or the impres-
sions made by the morbific agent, and
that which our remedy would produce.
Hence the small dose’ of Homaopathy,
and the highly salatary effects.—
We give our remedies in quantities just
sufficient to produce an impression strong
enough to overcome the diseased action.
But if our remedy happens to be given
in too large a dose, we are:sure to make
our patient worse "

Patient
says, he had for a weeR past from 40
to 50 discharges during twenty-four
hours. The Stools were mucuons, and
streaked with- blood, accompanied
with violent tenesmus and severe pain'
in the bowels ; there -was fever, pulse
120, tongue dry and rough, breath fetid
and great emaciation. Gave Mero.
corr. 3, 1 grain every hour. ¢

July 22nd.—Stools of a blackish
cast, putrid, but not so frequent, pain
and tenesmaus less, the fetor from the
mouth very considerable ; fever less, and

ulse 100. Gave Arsenicum 3, 1 grain
hourly.’ ' '

July 23rd.—The Stools are of a de-
cidedly putrid character, the fever is
“less, otherwise no change.—Arsen. 30,
in water, a tpa-spoonﬁull every half
“hour. o o

July 24th,—A fternoon,—Marked im-
provement, Stools less frequent, pulse
.96 and fuller. Continued medicine.

July 25th/-Stools of a bilious' nature,
very little fetor from the mouth, tongue
moist, patient talks fluently, which he

was not able to do for a number of days."

Continued the same medicine, under

after ten days was entirely well.

SEVERE BURN, WITH CONVULSIONS3.

On Sept. 7th, 1865, I was sent for in
great haste by Mr. Drew, of this ¢ity,
to see his little boy, eighteen months
i old. The little fellow had pulled from
{the table a tea pot, filled with boiling
i hot tea, pouring the whole contents over
ihim, and burning him so severely, that

the skin actually adhered to his cloth-

ing. The chest, the whole abdominal
suriace and part of his back, down on
both sides of the spinal column, was lit-
erally a mass ofiraw flesh, and wherever
a little skin did remain, it was formed
into large blisters. Convulsions set in
immediately which were aggravated
by the least touch. I opened carefully
the blisters, and covered the whole burn-
ed surface with Cantharis Cerate, spread
on linen rags, and gave the little fellow
Arsénicum 6, every hour internally.

Sept. 8th,—Patient had a very rest-
less night, with convulsions and deliri-
um; Pulse 150, very great thirst, and
the abdomen considerable distended.
Ordered to change the Cantharis appli-
cation twice a day, and gave Arsenicum
30, hourly. o ,

Sept 9th,—Had more rest during the
night, convulsions were less frequent,
Pulse 130, still considerable thirst, and
distension of the abdomen the same; he
discharged several worms, (lumbrici,)
in the night. A new skin is forming
over the burned ‘surface. The convul-
sions had ceased om the 10th. The
same treatment was éontinued up to
the 14th, at which: tiwe, the whole burn-
ed surface was covered with a new skin,
save 4 small space in the region of the
navel, which suppurated, but healed
readily after a few days.

Every one who saw the little boy, pro-
nounced his recovery utterly impossible,
I myself, would have joined in their
opinion, had I nqt seen in a number of
similar cases, the wemmrkable effects of
Arsenieum.

‘Who has not heard of howeopathy?
From the German ceutre in which it or-
iginated, this strange medical doctrine,
with its stranger practice, has diffused
itself, in sixty ycars, throughout the civ-
iliged world. 1In the Upited States a-
lone, it has between two and three thous-
and educated practitioners, It isa vast
and growing power in the scientific
sphere of thought, demanding earnestly
the attention of every intelligent man.

and corporation interest in the old order
of things, and the pre-occupation of the whole
ground by a powerful. learned, and jealous
profession. These are still its real and
only enemies: not truth, or light, or

Teason, or science or nature. Independ-

ent and candid physicians came slowly
to its rescue. The indolence of some,

the timidity of others, and the self-inter-
est of all, impelled them in the conserv-
ative direction. Still the heresy grew.

‘When there were not physicians to urge

it upon the people, there were people teo-
demand it of the physicians. Its vi-
tality was indestructible. Perseouted

from ono place, it sprang up in another:

Extinguished here, it ignited there.

‘When one man rejected it, ardozen adopt-

ed it. Thus on; on it went, until it be-

came what it is, which isonly a prophesy-
of what it will be. Time has falsified

the predictions of its enemies, but has:
not softened their bitterness. When

they said it'was declining, it was just
wakening into life. When they declar-

ed it was dying, it was growing into pow-
er. And now that they swear it 1s dead,

it is likely to-prove immortal: * *

It has excited a great dJeal of public
attention and private discussion. Ev-
ery Allopathic professor ventilates the-
subject annually to his credulous class,
and every Allopathic physician portrays
its follies and its dangers to his restless
patients. Nothing is so much talked-

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about, and nothing so little understood.
The “regular profession” universally
sees it in a false light. It is indeed a
curious subject. There is some truth
in every thing which has been said against
it, and ' somé weakness in every argu-
ment which has been propounded for it.
And stili the Ifommopathic law of cure—
“similia similibus curantur”—is the viv-
ifying principle of scientific medicine--
" the grand thought which is to revolutinn-
ize the medical world. It is worth stud-
ving. Reflect candidly on my views
and ask yourself as you read, Is not this
the Honicopathy of nature, of reason, of
common scnse—the Homceeopathy of
the future?

Homcéopathy is not a new and perfect
Science of Medicine. It is no new gos-
pel, no new revelation to the medical
world. All such claims are preposterous.
It is not Science, but a part of it. It is
not Medicine, but a grand reform in one
of its departments. It has no new Anat-
omy or Chemistry or Pliysiology or Path-
ology. It has no new Surgery or Ob-
stetrics, although it has made great im-
provements in the medical treatment of
surgical and obstetrical cases. It does
not reject the accamulated experience of
ages. It is not “the grave of scien-
tific medicine,” but'its cradle. It holds
fast to all that is good in the storehouses
of the past. Every fact is of use to it.
Every truth is in sympathy with it. It
repudiates nothingbuterror. Thewhole
cycle of sciences, physical and psychol-
ogical,is necessary to its full and final
‘development.

(not medicines) valuable or indispensi-
blein the treatment of disease. Such

for instancé as relate to th¢ proper and
scientific regulation of tempetature, light,
air, water, food, exercise, habits and the -

“various influences which modify our ment-

al and moral life. There, too, is the vast
realm of Hydropathy—a therapeutic
world in itself—the operation of bot and
cold water, of ice, steam, vapor, locsl
and general bathing, packing, ete., ete.
Electricity ; also, galvanism; magnetism,
mesmerism, kinesipathy and chrono-ther-
melism, are no doubt exceedingly vala-
able in the treatment of many diseases.
All these are not Homeopathy, They
neither exclude it, nor are they excluded
by it. They constitute a grand collater-
al department of the Healing Art—in
the most friendly alliance with the hom-
aeopathic administration of drugs.

* % Homawopathy does not in-

terfere with the use of mechanical mea-
sures, nor even with the use of drugs for
certain mechanical purposes. Vomit-
ing may expel a poison from the stom-
ach, a gall-stone from the biliary ducts,
or a false membrane from the windpipe.
The Homceeopathist may thus use emet-
ics for the mechanical effect. Ergot to
empty the uterus, belladonna to dilate
the pupil, chloroform to relax the muscles,\
sulphur ointment to_kill the itch-insect,
vermifuges to destroyand expell worms,
and in certain cases astringents, diluents,
emollients and protectives (such as coll-
odion}, are examples of drugs being nsed
to bring about certain mechanical ends,
all admissable in the strictest homceo-
pathic-practice. Purgativesin some ca-
ses of great intestinal obstruction or tor-
por, bedome simple mechanical agents.
Even blood- letting, as a mechanical mea-
sure is perfectly allowable te the Homaeo-

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pathic physician. He does not use it
simply because the superiority of his
medjgine enables him to cure his patient
without it. “Let your lancet rest,” said i
a distingnisued Homaeopathist, “but do
not throw it away.” '

-There are chemical means !
..of cure often available, and which act |
aocording to the laws of inorganic or |
organic chemistry, as the case may be. |
- The antidotes for many poisons are used
on this principle, and, of course, in the
doses found requisite by laboratory expe-
riment---a certain quantity of antidote he-
ing required to neutralize a certain quan-
tity of poison. How eften have we Hom-
opathists had to answer the silly ques-
tion, whether or not we treated arsenic-
al poisoning by small doses of arsenic?
Examples ot chemical therapeutics are
the followiag: Acids and .alkalies
fur exc2ss of alkalinity or acidity in the
gastrointestioal or urinary secretions ;
vegetable acids for scurvy; alkalies to
dissolve inspissated mucus in some bron-
chial affections; certain remedies which
modify the chemical condition .of the
blood ; iron for an impoverished state of
that fluid, phosphate of lime when defi-
cient in the bones; chlorine, charcoal,
lime, creosote and other anticeptics to
arrest or prevent putridity, etc. This is
not Homoeopathy ; neither is it Allopathy.
. It is vital chemistry, operating by spe-
cial laws of its own, and equally free to
the advocates of any system of medicine.

1 a tew days, by applying some salve.

It was not difficult to determine wup-
on a diagnosis; The forcible suppression
\of the eruption, prevented the natural
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transmission of the diseased product of
the blood to the surface, in consequence
of this violent impediment, the whole
organism suffered from its effects.

Gave Sulphur 3, and ordered bathing
in tepid water, and frequent rubbing
with flannel of the ‘whole body.

Dec. 1.—Symptoms about the same, |
has alittle appetite ; Contiued same Med- |
icine. i

Dee. 9.---Patient don’t moan so much,
has less fever and a little better appe-
tite. Gave Sulph. 30.

Dec. 18.----Strength increases, good
sppetite, cough better, small water blis-
ters are now to be secen on the sealp.
Continued same medicine.

Dec. 26.---All syptoms are most fa-
vorably. Continued same medicine up
to Jan. 3d, 1866, at which time, the
Eruption was all over the head. The
patient had gained fast, his strength
oonsiderable improved, cough subsided
etc.,. For the Eruption, he is now tak-
ing Cale. Carb. 30.

EPILEPSY.

(Reported by Wm. Gallupe, M. D., of Bangor Me.)

Mr. Nath, Bran, of Dover Maine,
aged 42 years, of sanguine tempera-
ment, robust and hardy constitution nat-
urally, and considered rugged and well,
up to 21 years of age. Had worked on
the river more or less in the lumbering
basiness, with frequent exposures and
hardships. Had occasionally felt a
clogged and oppressed sensation through
the stomach and lower part of the chest,
with stupid and dull feeling of the head,
and recollects several times having a
sensation come over him suddenly ‘‘like
a lost feeling,” lasting but a few mo-
ments each time. .

influence of powerful medicines.

‘When about 21 yearsold, had what:
was called a “fit,” by the bystanders.”
Was suddenly taken with a severe
drawing of the neck and head 'soon fol-
folowed with severe spasms of the arms
and legs, head and jaws, with loss of
oonsciousness. From that time has had
such attacks more or less frequently to
this date—something 'more than <r
years. :

For a while the spasms were very
severe, but diminished somewhat after
a few paroxysms; usually has had them
every two months ; at times from threo
to four weeks, and thinks a few times'
during the 21 years has passed an inter-
val of three months; once only, passed
over six,months without any; but the
gystem was kept constantly under the
After
this they returned with much more se-
verity and frequency for some months
and then gradually diminshed to about
the former state. Would have from
four to six spasms usually during the 12
or 18 hours of the paroxysm.

They would commence generally in
the after part of the night, but has had
them occasionally during the day. The
first aympioms of a return of paroxysm
were a frequent desire to swallow, soon
followed by a general spasamodic twitch-
ing of the Extremities ; mouth open quite
wide, with spasmodic. shutting: much
drooling of frothy, bloody and fe:tid mu-
cus ; spasms lastiug from 10 or 15 min.
utes, and even longer sometimes. At
first he had frequently symptoms of a
paroxysm, but would pass off without
spasms. Occasionally of late years, the
spasms have come on suddenly, prostra-
ting him to the ground, has been obliged
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to keep some one constantly to look out,

after him. Has no recollections of any
occurance during the spasms.

Patient had much dull and stupid feel-
ing about the head ; he always feels bad

-in the morning, and sleep is disturbed
by dreams; He had the Ttch when about
12 years old, and again when 19, and
cured it, as was supposed, with Sulphur
Ointment, and alse some red precipi-
tate. Has now some humor out occasi-
onally, always feels better at such
times.

This patient had consulted some of
the most eminert Physicians, of the Al-
lopathia School in the State, also has
been under the special care of a medical
Professor, ot Brunswick Medical Col-
lege, for four months, but without any
improvement whatever. ’

Treatrnent.—-The first preseription
was made July 20th, and the last in
February following. Three preserip-
tions having been made intermediate.
The medicine was repeated every two
tofive days.

Daring the first three months there
was marked improvement, patient rest-
ed better at night, spasmsless frequent
and less violent, and general health bet-
ter. A radical cure was effected with-
io the space of cight months, with gen-
eral health greatly improved, and able
to endure much hardship. I have seen
the patient occasionally for ten years
after, and no return of the former diffi-
culty.

On the 17th, day of April 1862, the legista-
ture of the state, passed-an act for the incorpo-
ration of this Fociety. .

The following important clause is from Sec-
tion 3d, of the act of incorporation.

Such Delegates * * ghall constitute 8
body politic and coxipomte, to be known as -
the Homeeopathic Medical Society of the State
of New York. Such Bociety shall be subject
te all the liabilities, and entitled to all the pow-
ers and privileges of the Medical Society of the
State of New York, incorporated under the
act entitled “An act to incorporate the medical
societies for the purpose of regulating the prac-
tice of physic and surgery in this State,” pass-
ed April 10, 1813, and the acts amendatory of.
the same, not inconsistent with this act; and
shall also possess the powers and be subject to
the provisions and liabilities of the eighteenth
chapter of the first part of the Revised dStatutes.

The Society, constituting according to the
act, a body politic and corporate, has achieved
a great triumph for Homceopathy, the influ-
ence of which, will be most advantageously
manifested, where ever our system has its re-
presentatives. _

The Transactions of the Annual and Semj
Annual meetings of the Society, are published
annually, if'a large and handsome volume,
AT THE EXPENCE OF THE STATE, precisely as other
public documents and official state papers are
printed.

"THE DOWNFALL OF HOMEOPATHY.

For half a Century past, the opponents of
progressive medicine, have been predicting’that
Homceopathy, the “silly heresey,” the “do notk-
ing system of Quackerg” etc., would be but a
ghort lived mental delusion. Even in the days
of Hahnemann—the immortal’founder of
Homceopathy—the profession, their teachers
at tl}e medical Universities, and all the med-
ical Journals proclaimed loud and deep, that
Hahnemanp would have so few adherents, that
his “crazy imposition,” his *“fanciful theory,”
would dissolve itself as readily, as his little su-
gar pills. They -were most certain and
sanguine again, forty years ago, that, that ha-
ted system of Medicine,~-Homceopathys=which
proposed to upset the theories, landmarks and
works of the Allopathic school, and build up
# new system upon the theory: that diseases
can be cured with small doses of Medicines,
in accordance to the law of similars, that
system, would die an easy and natural death,
never to rise again.

The following scrap of history, relating to
the continued attacks upon our system, al-
ways ineffectual however, will be of great in-
terest to our readers, It is from a very able
address, delivered by Dr. Helmuth, of St Louis,
before the “Western Institute of Homeeopa-
thy.”

“Thirty-three yeais ago we find in the Brit-
ish and Foreign Medico- Chirurgical Review,
g{ 132, an cssay which purper:s to explain the

omoeopathic Doctrine; and in 1864 we read
a valedictory address delivered beforethe grad-
uating class of a New York Medical Universi-
}IY, bearing the same impress as to argument.

'o point out the power possessed by such an
article to arrest the progress of Homoeopathy,
and thereby to predict the value of the lecture
of 1864 in the same service, we may only state
that at the time when the “Inquiry” appeared
in 1882, there wasnot a single Homceopathic
physician residing in London, although in 1830,
two had endeavored to gain a footing, but
were obliged to leave the city in 1831; and it
was not until 1834 that Dr. Quin established
himself as a regular Homeeopathic practitioner
in that city. At the present day there arethree
hundred pbysicians in the kingdom actively
engaged in promulgating the law of simile.

In the year 1834, in the same journal, for

July, page 223, is a paper headed—please to
bear in mind the impressive words—*A4 Fatal
Blow to Homoeopathy in Russia,” in which the -
utter downfall of the system is certainly pre-
dicted. I would call the attention of the Soc-
iety to a‘singular coincidence in the fact, that
twenty years later, another fatal stroke was
noticed by the Allopathic Journals, and the
words flew round li}:e wild fire, that Homceo-
pathy was the cause of the death of Alexander,
the Czar of Russia, that the Homaeopathic' phy-
sician had been obliged to “fly the kingdom,”
because a “timely bleeding” wouvld have savcd
the emperorg life. Here are two faral blows
twenty years apart, and how fatel they have
been, when the family of the Emperor are
treated by Dr. Oblemievsky’ and Sollier is
the physician to her Imperial Highness the
Grand Duchess Constantine. Besides this, in
the city of Petersburgh alone there are physi-
cians to the imperial army and navy, common
and state councillors and knights of several
orders—all avcwed Homoeopathists. Such
then, are the fat.i effects of the predictions of
our Allopathic fiiends.
In the Lancet for 1850, the cry comes up, “Hom-
oeopathy in rpsain.”  “The Holaoeopathy
quackery is advanciwg in Spain”  Blark how
the truth slips out--"is advancing in Spain.”
“A royal decree has just been prcmulgated,
creating two Homocrpathic chairs, in the fa-
culty—one clinical and the other tkeoretical.
This result is mainly attributable to the weak-
ness of the profession in Madrid, and who
were hardly defending themselves frcm the
inroads of the Hoceopathic tribe,” &c., &c.,

Again, in 1851, the cavil is heard—-“Quack-
ery Rampant,” the last monstrosity, Hcmoeopa-
thy, the most absurd of all, has acquired an 1m-
portance, temporary, it mnst be for many rea-
sons. * * * Yet not content with practicing
4 quackery,, the absurdity of which has no
paralld] in history, these remegcdes lose no op-
portunity of placing their daggers in the repu-
tation of legitimate ‘medicine. But the delu-
sion will fai} as all such delusions must ; anoth-
er form of quackery will arise, and a globulist,
if in a few yeqrs such can be found, may be ex-
hibited,as wasa metalictractor, as g curiosity.”

Now, we well recollect that this prophecy
was written fourteen years ago; and to-day
we read in an introductory address delivered
by T. Galliard Thoras, M. D. to the Colle,
of Physicians and Surgeons of New Yor!
page 28, the following: “An example of 8
still more wonderful popular delusion than
any of those mentioned, which has not yet
lived its alloted time, but which is FasT ap-
proaching the terminus of its existence, is Hom-
oeopathy.” Here the few ycars of the Lancet
have already numbered fourteen, and yet we
have the authority of 8 New York professor,

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that although Homoeopathy is rapidly ap-
proaching the terminus of its existence, it has
not yet served its allotted time. Isitnotstrange
that the gentlemen of the presert day, either
are oblivious of facts or unpardonably ignorant
of the literature of their own school, when they
still reiteratc the saMe foolish predictions of
their ancestors with a thousand facts “staring
them full in the face,” which tell of the increas-
ed power of the Homoeopathist. In the Zan-
cet of 1850, for November, we find another
elegant article, headed the “Globule Quackery—
Frauds of Homoeopathy.” This production is
remarkable for its beauty, and begins as follows:
“At the present time the globulistic quackery
is entering upon & curious phase ofits existence
or [mark the words] of its decay!” Armosr
EVERY DIstrICT in London has its Homoeopath-
icInstitution. Thisisacuriovs pecay. Allow
me, gentlemen, to make & few quotatious from
this article,

The Homaopathic Principle or Law.

Having thus briefly surveyed those
departments of practice in which Ho-
ceeopathy, as such, does not pro-
fess to operate, we can approach
more understandingly to the far great-
er and more important field in which
it gives us the sole law of cure. The
only point of dispute between Allo-
pathists and Homeeopathists is about
the vital or dynamic action of drugs,
and their application in the cure of

. disease. What is a medicine ? Given
* to the healthy man, in sufficient dose,
it is always a poison. The Greeks
had but one word for medicine
and poison. That drugs have
any special healing, mollifying,

curative effect, is merely a popular

superstitution. Every drug is a poi-
£0., and it cures by means of its
poisonous or disease-producing prop-
erties. Every dose of medicine occa-
sions, beyond all dispute, an artificial
disease. This artificial disease is the
secret of the cure. Evety dose of
medicine given by an Allopathist to
cure a sick man, would, it he were
well, make him sick. Let this great
truth, so ignored by the profession, so
unknown to the public, be kept con-
_stantly in mind. The idea 18 very
ancient. An old Sanscrit poem de-

clares that poison is the remedy for:

poison. The Homceopathiclaw peeps
out even in Hippocrates, the father of
medical literature. It is hinted at,
or sometimes openly declared, in
the saws and axioms of almost all na-
tions. Shakspeare, who caught up
everything which was true and beau-
tiful by a kind of divine instinct, thus
teaches us Homoeopathy:

“In poison there is t‘ghysic: and this news !
Huving been well, that would have made me sick‘
Being sick, has in some measure made me well.’

—Henry IV, Part?2, Actl, Scene 1.

Never forget it. Drugs always
produce artificial diseases. 'These ar-
tificial diseases are the mediums of the
cure. Where shall they be produced
and to what extent? 'These are the
only vital questions. The Allopath-
ist, in accordance with certain theo-
ries of disease and its cure, employs
the poisonous properties of drugs to
produce certain physiological pertur-
bations, vomiting, purging, sweating,
increased or diminished secretions,
narcosis, depletion, stimulation, ete.,
ete., which he believes will effect his
object. His general idea iz to pro-.
duce a state opposite to that already
existing. The Homceopathist repu-
diates all this theory and practioe, and
affirms that diseases are ocured by
those drugs which produce similar
diseases, in strong doses, on the
healthy man. Both parties use poi-
sons to cure. 'The situation, charac-
ter and extent of the. poisoning or ar-
tificial disease are the only mooted
poiats. A slight, similar, morbid im-
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pression in the diseased spot, is the
simple and beautiful law of Homce-
pathy. The Allopathist, having no
such therapeutic law—nothing but his
crude and often contradictory
theories to guide him—produces very
strong, morbid impressions, some-
times similar, and sometimes dissimi-
lar; sometimes in the diseased point,
sometimes in distant points ; often in
both. Sometimes one of his medicines
produces one set of these symptoms,
whilst another medicine produces the
other. Sometimes asecond medicine
is required to undo whathe had effect-
ed by the first. He pulls down only
to build np again. Now he blows
hot, then cold, and so on. In fact,
his philosophy is a labyrinth, and his
practice a chaos.

Hahnemann states our therapeutic
law in the following terms :

“A dynamic disease in. the living
economy of man is extinguished in a
permanent manner by another, that
is still more powerful, when the lat-
ter, (without being of the same spe-

- cies) bears a strong resemblance to it
.in its mode of manifesting itself.”
. Leaving out the unnecessary and un-
established hypothesis, that the new
disease is stronger than the old one,
this formula is the most practical and
benificent generalization which has
ever been made in the science of med-
icine.-
(not a mechanical or chemical devia-
tion from the normal standard)is best
cured by producing a similar (not the

same) dynamic disturbance in the.

. same parts and tissues, which there-
fore manifests itself by similar. symp-

toms. This is the only ‘indication’in.

Homeeopathic practice. -This is. the
clue which leads us out of all the old

A dynamic natural disease |.

labyrinths of speculation and experiv
ment, and makes available the disease
producing power of drugs.

Now, this is the fundamental idea
of Homceopathy, its true basig
its corner stone, its only essential ele-
ment. All other questions—of large
or small doses, of pellets or
tinctures, of dynamizations, of what

Hahnemann said, of what this
or. that disciple said or did,
of imagination, or diet, or

nature, or imposture, etc., etc.,—all
these questions and many other such,
have no bearing on the point under
trial, and are altogether collateral and
impertinent. No matter what solu-
tion they receive, Homoeopathy re~
mains intact, vital, indestructible,
and sute to be the medicine of the
future, unless you overturn this grand
pedestal, this natural or vital law, on
which it has been erected. . It is only
the small fry of Allopathy, knowing
little and_thinking less, who attempt
to ridicule this principle, ¢ similia

similibus curantur”—¢like cures like.”
The great leaders, the intelligent men

of their school, although attacking
our system just as bitterly on the un-

important side issues, do not dare to

impugn the truth of the fundamental

law. They content themselves with

attempting to limit its applications.

On examination, the skin
was very hot, dry and flabby ; the res-
piration was short, hurried and pain-
ful; continued desire to drink small
quantities of water ; tongue dry and
brown ; abdomen distended and durn-~
tng hot ; cannot bear the least touch
upon it; expression of countenance
indicative of pain.

‘Gave Bell 3, half houtly
in water for a few hours, then
every hour.  Sunday 4th, found pa-
tient'sitting in his mother’s lap, with
a piece of bread, and eating it, with
great relish. The fever had left him
entire,. the parents said, “we do not
know where it went to.”

Homaopathy and Life Insurance. '

In December, 1864, another witness
in favor of Lom@opathy presented it-
self, and its testimony is rot confined to
* specitic diseases,” or to certain locali-
ties, or ages, but extends to the whole
list of ills, and from childhood to the
man of age,

This witness is called Life Insu~
rance. '

- The investigations of parties engaged
in the business ot Lite Insurance give
a clearer and better insight into the

bengfits to be derived from homceopa-
thy as a sysiem of medicine, than axY,
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and perhaps ull other investigations
hitherto made.

In: order to be able fully to appreei-

mann. Our Allopathic friends give
it a subordinate place ; we intist upon
its sapremacy. They acknowledge
its partial influence ; we maintain its
universal applicability in the vital
sphere. If they would abandon their
unproved theories of disease, their
perturbative measures of cure; their
experimentation upon the sick, in-
stead of upon the healthy, for their
knowledge of drugs, and apply their
own philosophy to practice, with a
discreet diminution of all their doses,
they would soon discover for them-
selves, the universality of the Homoe-
opathic law.

The great truths of Homoeopathy
are sometimes acknowledged by Old
School thinkers in other shapes and
under other hypothesis. Take for
instance, the following passage from
a splendid work on Pharmacology,
(Vol. 1, page 32) by Prof. Geo. B.
Wood, whose admirable lectures I at-
tended twenty years ago in the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania.

“The sensibilities are often differ-
ent in health and in disease, so that
the same medicine may produce op-
posite effects in these two states.—
Thus, cayenne pepper, which produ-
ces in the healthy fauces, redness and
burning pain, acts as a sedative in the
sore throats of scarlet fever. A
solntion of acetate of lead, applied
to the denuded skin or to a mucous

_membrane, acts as an irritant ; while

the same solutioni very much diluted,
will operate as asedative through the
peculiar powers of the medicine.”
Leaving out his theory of -¢ differ-
ent sensibilities,” * opposite effects,”
¢gtimulant action,” ‘sedative action”
—all tmere hypothesis, good exawmnples
of the vicious, theorizing propensities
of the Allopathic school—what are
the naked facts which Dr. Wood hare
acknowledges ? That acetate of'lead
produces a severe irritation of the
healthy tissues, whilst a very much
diluted preparation of the same sub-
stance cures a similar irritation; that
cayerine pepper produces a burning
sore throat in the healthy man, but
cures the same kind of a sore throat
inthe sick one. Yes, Prcf. Wood ! push
your own teachings here to their log-
ical issue, and they will lead you in-
to all the great truths and therapeutic
blessings of Homeeopathy.  Arsenic
concentrated will inflame the stomach;
diluted, will cure & similar state. Col-
ocynth concentrated wil! purge and
gripe ; diluted; will relieve the same
symptoms. Cantharides econcentrated
will produce strangury ; diluted, will
cure it.  Belladonra concentrated
will congest the brain; diluted, will
relieve a brain already congested ; and
so on, and so on, through the whole
Materia Medica. Wlhiat farther proof
do we nced of the truth and rational-
ity ot the Homceopathic principle ?
Indeed, who does not see that the
opposite doctrine, contraria contrariis
curantur’—"“opposites are cuted by
opposites”—has no foundation in res
son or nature ?. It is.a phrase oran
idea accommodated to the shallow-

ness of our untutored thonght: just
as we say, “the sun sets,” when -yet
science teaches us that the sun never

Drugs
Eroduce no ‘“opposites” to these mor-
id states, bat only more orless in-
flammation, neuralgia, dropsy, vomit-
ing, purging, ete. Allupathy is dis-
_ sipated by analysis. Homceopathy,
“agimilia similibns,” more or less ac-
eurate, more or less scientitic, more
or less fread from collateral impedi-

next day patient was better ; no chill,
rome nausea ; gave Ipecac 3, every 3
hours in water On the third day
found patient comfartable,complaining
of nothing but heing hungry; no
medicine. '

Epilepsy.

(Reparted by Dr. Wm. Gallupe, Bangor, Me.)

George Withington of Brownsville
Me., aged eleven years, of nervous,
sanguine temperament, has heen snb~
ject to spasms since he was two years
old. For the first four ar five years,
had very slight spasmodic tarns—first
began after having taken a severe cold
as supposed, which resulted in @
spasm. Up to the time of five years
old, had five such attacks, and with
increasing severity.

When seven years old, rode out
with him several miles, and had occa-
sion to ford a river, which appeared
to frighten him much. That night,
he had a severe spasm, and next day
two more, and more severe than any
preceding ones.  Begau by drawing
his head over the left shonlder, then
to the right, again to the left, and
soon followed by & general spasm of
the whole system. Would ha.llpo and
clasp his hands as though aﬁ'nghbed,
just before them. These mcl:eased
in severity and number until he

gist for a bottle ot “Red Trqw.serq
Bitters,” which is highly recommend-
ed by the Hon. Snvoks, Judge Shaky
and other noted personages. Mr. A.
hunts up other testimony and hnds
that Sqmre Muggins, Dr. Calomel,

Deacon Sober and a large numpber. of
reverend gehtlemen are in favor of
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jiSi-tters. Some prefer the “R. T. B.,”
others the “Broad Brim Bitters,” and
others the *“Hose-Stretchers,” or the
s*Abomination Bitters.” The certifi-
cate of 'Squire M. is really interest-
ing. He says, he has uscd several
Lottles of the “Abgymination Bitters”
and has now quite a hankeriny after
it. Dr. C. joins *Squire L, but adds
that he is quite satisticd that the Li-
quor in the “A. B.” is much stronger
than that in the other Bitters sold,
&c. The invalid is in a dileinma,
doun’t know which Bitters he shall try
next, but being considerably inclined
to piety and sobriety, and lays great
stress upon the “certificates” of the
reverend gentlemen and the breth-
ren generally, who have “been so
highly benelitted” by the various *‘ex-
cellent medicines,” for which tljcy
“thank Gop,” and which they *cop-
fidently recommend,” being “assured
of their good effects,” as an ‘“‘excel-
lent-tonic,” and therefore “take great
pleasure in proclaiming” that this vile
and pernicious mixttwe, is “not a rum
drink,” etc. '

Some say the smnall amount of pure
spirit—bad whiskey and poor gin—
which these Bitters contain, are just
suflicient to stimulate and aronse to
activity. The brethren conclnde by
saying that they are very thankful to
the inventor—Quack—and benefactor
—1yposTor—for that health and vig-
or-imparting medicine; (kealth and
life-destroying compound, drunkards

makiny poison, they should have said.

Well, Mr. A. continues his Bitters,
changing from one to another; he is
credulous and swallqws not only all
the Bitters, but also all the “puffs”
from the “leading men.”

Now, it happened that Mr. B. is
taken ill ; he also disdains the advice
ot an educated physician, and takes
““tirave-is Pain-Killer,” a mixture that
is hishly praised for all sorts of “ills
that flesh is heir to.” This nostram
is especially “set up” with a kind of

—350 dves whiskey, according to Pat.
Why then “mix liquors?” Do you
think ‘that mixed liquors are less
harm'fu! than the pure, clear article?
Gentlemen, writers of “puffs, and
certificates,” are you not a little in-~
consistent If we are not mistaken
you Honorables, Reverends,Doctors,
and Dcacons, have generally a good
deal to sy on the question of tempe-
rance, of forming a “morbid” appe-
tite for alcoholic drinks; vou dwell
with profound horror upon the theme,
“the first glass;” you come down like
a thunder-bolt upon those who take
a sip of home-made wine; but yom
never eonsider that you are daily lay-
ing the foundation for drunkcnness,
and implanting the seeds of intempe-
rance and disease by your officious-
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ness in acting gs the trump blowers
for these nostrum venders.

‘These notables(?) do not realize the
fact that their ¢ blessed medicines
are the very means by which morbid
appetites are engendered, to be fol-
lowed by a train of consequences
which most emphatically point to its
origin—the taking of the highly rec-
ommended Quack medicines. These
*bottle-a-line writers of “certificates ”
and “puffs” cannot plea! ignarance to
the established fact, that these nos-
trums contain, besides the abominable
and disease-creating ingredients, a
very large per centage of alcohol or
poor liquors. They are well aware
that all these “Bitters,” “Killers,” &c.
are prepared with some kind of li-
quors, “so as to keep them from spoil-
ing,” a8 & tippler of ¢ Hose-stretch-
ers Bitters” remarked ‘o us a short
time since.

Now we ask, what reliance can le
laced in these leading men, who are
ooked upon as models of morality,

sobriety, integrity and honesty, lend-
-ing their good name (?) and their in-
fluence, for the fostering of the de-
basing appetite for strong drinks and

ROMOEOPATHIC STATISTICS.

FOREIGN HOSPITALS &C.

[Com. by C. H. Nibelung, M. C., St. Louis].
From the official report published
by the Directors of St. Margaret’s.
Hospital in Paris, where bot/ systems
were practiced, 100 beds being re-
served for Hamoeopathic, and 99 for
Allopathic treatment, we learn that
the patients on entering were (irect-
to .the first unoccupied bed, without
regard to the asystea:. During "the
three years, 1849, 1850, 1851, there
were 8,385 patients treated, 3724 A/~
lopathically of whom 411 died or 11.3
per cent.; and 4,665, IHomoeopathic-
ally, of whom only 139 died, or 8.56
per cent. 'The expenditure was for a
patient under Allo. treatment. 6 fr'cs,
under Hom. only 1-15 fr'c, or as 1 to.
90.

The rectar of Sr. LAWRENCE in
Paris, 1858, founded a Homoeopathic.
Dispensary in his parish, and also an
Allopathic. At the end of 9 months,
515 persons had presented themselves
at the Homoeopathic and only 28 at
the Allopathic Igispensary. The lat-
ter closed at last from want of patients
and at the forner, there were 3,000 .
consultations given in 1864, showing
what people think of the merits of
the two systems,

Another very important and im-.
partial testimony is the report of Dr.
McLoughlin (an Allopathic physician)
appointed by the Knglish government
as Medical Inspector of «/l Hospitals.
This report was printed by order of
the House of Commons, May 21st,
1855.

A most Imyortan: a1l Sizaifisant
News Item.

Dr. Wilde, an Allopathic surgeon,

- and the talented editor of the “Dub-
lin Quarterly Journal of Medicine,”
says in his work on Austria, “Its Lii-
erary, Scientific and Medical Institu.
_tions.” “Upon comparing the reports
made of the treatment of Cholera in
the Hom-.eopathic Hospitalat Vienua
with that of the otuer hospitals at the
same time, it appeared tliat while
two-thirds of those treated Homoeup-
athically were CURED, two-thirds of
those treated at the other lospitals,
DIED.

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CHOLERA.

Much has been said,, and many
pages have been written upon the
subject of cholera.  Various, and we
may say countless theories, hypothe-
'ses, and speculations have been ad-
vaneed since its appearance on the
continent of Europe in the year 1831.
Philosophical theotrem, based upon
physiological, anatomical, and path-
ological deductions, which, at first
sight promised to stand the test
of practicability, are found of little
-real value, when the physician is call-
ed to the bedside of the cholera pa-
tient. All the scientific investiga~
tions and profound rescarches of the
old school, as to the cause, nature,
&c., of cholera, have so far proved
nothing, and the world to-day is not
any wiser for it. The fact, and the
truth is, that from the largé number
of eminent writers upon this subject,
scarcely two agree upon one theory ;
and as regards the treatment, we find
that each author, and each physician
—of the old school—has Lis own
views, his ‘own notion s -to what
treatment should be pursned.

of the most learned, and better edu.
cated physiciahs of the Allopathic

| School have but little faith ‘in their

published a report upon the cholera
epidemic in Bavaria during the year
1854, from which we, learn that out
of 14,874 oholera patients, 7,504
DIED—more than one half.

In the city of New York in 1849
and ’50 in private practice the mor-
tality was 34 per cent, and in hospits
als 53 per cent.

In St. Louis, according to the es-
timate of Dr. Rayburn (ses Rzyburn’s
report, Trans. of American Med.
